Welcome and apologies for absence
The President welcomed members to the 12th Annual Charity Meeting. Professor Anastasia Kalea sent apologies.

Minutes of 11th Annual Charity Meeting
The minutes of the 11th Annual Charity meeting were approved by the meeting. 
The proposer was Professor Joe Millward, and the seconder was Professor Andrew Salter.
2.
The President’s report
The President (Professor Julie Lovegrove) provided the meeting with an overview of the key achievements and events for the Society in 2022 using a PowerPoint presentation. She mentioned in particular the following: the high conference attendance of 1483 delegates at Society conferences; an update on textbook sales and translations; and the success of the Training Academy activities. Professor Lovegrove outlined the Society staff changes in 2022 and concluded her summary by thanking the members of the Trustee Board, Council, volunteers and staff for their work and support.

The approved annual accounts of the Society

The Treasurer, Professor Tom Hill, delivered the annual accounts for 2022.  The Society recorded income of £1,207,422, an increase of 6.5% on 2021. Expenses for the year across all activities totalled £1,819.813 (including depreciation). 
Professor Hill described the decline in the Society’s investments due to the conflict in Ukraine and the market uncertainty. He said that the Society’s net worth totalled £1,828,656 – reduced from £2,289,775 in 2021. This decline was primarily caused through the withdrawal made in 2022 from the investments to fund strategic priority activities. In conclusion, Professor Hill stated that the Society is in a strong position to meet all its immediate financial commitments and objectives.
The accounts were received in full.  

The proposer was Professor Alison Gallagher, and the seconder was Professor Julie Lovegrove.

To elect Trustees
Professor Lovegrove thanked outgoing Honorary Secretary Professor Susan Lanham-New and outgoing Honorary Programmes Officer Professor Bernard Corfe for their excellent work over the last six years in their roles.

Professor Lovegrove affirmed the election by acclamation of Professor Andrew Salter as Honorary Secretary and Professor Wendy Hall as Honorary Programmes Officer to the trustee board and asked for a vote of approval for the new trustee appointments.

The proposer was Professor John Brameld, and the seconder was Professor Bernard Corfe.

To elect Trustees

Professor Lovegrove said that in terms of changes to the Advisory Council, Professor Bruce Griffin and Dr Kiu Sum are leaving the Council. Professor Lovegrove thanked Professor Griffin and Dr Sum for their service to the Society. 
Professor Lovegrove announced the outcome of the Council elections: Dr Hannah Theobald is elected as Advisory Council member for Industry. Professor Michelle McKinley is elected as Advisory Council Member for Academia. 
The proposer was Professor Bernard Corfe, and the seconder was Professor Sean Strain. 
Professor Lovegrove announced that Ms Eva-Leanne Thomas is elected by acclamation as Student Section Chair.

The proposer was Professor Joe Millward, and the seconder was Professor Jayne Woodside.
